However, our vineyards were lucky enough to
be spared from any smoke exposure and so
yielded some wonderfullydense and
expressive wines.Harvestcommenced late in
September forthe grapes in this blend

and finished up two weeks into October.

Tasting Notes: Aromas of blackberry and
raspberryare accompanied bynotes of fragrant
lilac and vanilla. Rich and expressive from first
sip, this is a food friendly Cabernet Sauvignon
that bursts with flavors of juicy plum, black
cherry and strawberry, along with a hint of
sweetbaking spices.
